Recognizing the unity of the Church of Christ in all the world, and 

knowing that we are but one branch of Christ's people, while 

adhering to our particular faith and order, we extend to all 

believers the hand of Christian fellowship, upon the basis of those 

great fundamental truths in which all should agree. With them we 

confess our belief in one God, whose nature is love, revealed in one 

Lord Jesus Christ, by one Holy Spirit of grace. We believe that Jesus 

came in the flesh, died for our sins, was buried, and rose again on the 

third day according to the Scriptures.  

 

Affirming now our belief that those who thus hold to these 

fundamental truths together constitute the one universal Church, 

the several households of which, though called by different names, 

are the one body of Christ, and that these members of his body are 

sacredly bound to keep "the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace," 

we declare that we will cooperate with all who hold these truths. We 

believe that, beyond these fundamental truths, there can be unity in 

diversity and diversity in unity in other particulars of faith within 

the body of Christ. 

 

Therefore, in recognition of the mutual Spiritual kinship between us, 

being based upon the structure of the New Testament Church as set 

forth in the Holy Scriptures, True Grace Ministries does hereby 

acknowledge a special relationship with the Universal Life Church 

Christian Fellowship and formally publishes to the world this 

memorial of our Spiritual unity in the Body of Christ..
